	1. In English we usually say I don’t think + affirmative verb:
 
I don’t think I know you.
NOT I think I don’t know you.

      We do the same with believe, suppose, and expect.

I don’t expect we’ll meet again.
My parents didn’t believe I’d pass my exams. 

2. We can also use seem, expect, and want with the negative (+ object) + infinitive:

She doesn’t seem to be very happy.
I don’t expect to get the job.
I don’t want to go back to that restaurant.
He doesn’t expect us to pass the exams

	Grammar notes
Questions are a common part of conversations in English. 
It is important to learn how to ask and answer different types of questions.

There are two main types of questions:
1. Yes/No Questions (e.g., Do you like pizza?)
2. Wh- Questions (e.g., What kind of pizza do you like?)

Wh- questions are very common in English.
We use Wh- words to ask about a person, place, time, etc.

             Wh- words begin with the letters “wh” (e.g., who, where, when, what, why, etc.).
             The only Wh- word that doesn’t begin with those letters is how.

             Answers are usually complete sentences that focus on the Wh- word from the question.

	In question tags the information either falls  or rises .
1.  falling intonation means that the sentence is more like a statement = I’m sure I’m right. Can you just confirm this for me?’
              It’s really warm again today, isn’t it?
             You’ve lost the car keys again, haven’t you?

2.  rising intonation means that the sentence is more like a real question = I’m not sure if I’m right about this. Correct me if I’m wrong.’
             You’ve been invited to Jane’s party, haven’t you?
             John didn’t fail his driving test again, did he?

Both patterns are very common in spoken English because they invite other people to join in the conversation.
