Money
Different countries have different currencies and the exchange rate usually changes every day. This can change the cost of living and the price we pay for goods. Price is also important when we choose a supplier. Sometimes it is possible to negotiate a discount on large orders.

Notes and coins
In  Canada there are notes or banknotes for:
$100    $ 50   $20    $10    $5
The Canadian dollar is divided into 100 cents. There are coins for:
$1   50 cents   25 cents   10 cents   5 cents   1 cent
The notes and coins of  a country are its currency.
Money can be notes (a €50 note) or coin (€1 coin).
We can pay for things:
with cash
by cheque 
using a credit card
You put the symbol ($,£,€, etc.) before the number, not after.
BrE: note, banknote       AmE: bill
Things can cost 100 dollars or 25 cents (plural), but the 
singular form is used before note, e.g. a hundred-dollar 
note, and  coin, e.g. a 25-cent coin.
When we talk about exchange rates, we can say 
the decimal point (.).
 $1.34       There are one point three four US dollars to the euro.
¥239.34     There are two hundred and thirty-nine point three four Japanese yen to the British pound.
When we say prices, we do not say the decimal point (.).
€ 13.95   thirteen euros ninety-five cents
Thirteen euros ninety-five
Thirteen ninety-five  

Changing money
Marion is going on holiday to Canada. To change or exchange money, she  goes to a bank or bureau de change. She asks these questions:
1. What is the currency in Canada?
2. What’s the exchange rate? How many Canadian dollars are there to the euro?
3. How much commission do you charge?
4. If I have some Canadian currency at the end of my holiday, can I change it back into euros?
Commission is the money that you have to pay when you change money. 
Note: money is uncountable, but notes, coins, dollars, etc. are countable! 
we use some with uncountable nouns in affirmative sentences: I'd like some information about prices.
some, any, how much/many 
• we use some in affirmative sentences but we use any in negative sentences and real questions; we use any with both countable and uncountable nouns: 
There aren't any documents on the desk.
Do you have any red pens? 
Is there any water in the bottle?
We don't have any money in the bank. 
Note: we use some for requests and offers
 Could I have some water?
 • we use how many with countable nouns for questions about quantity
 How many managers are there? 
• we use how much with uncountable nouns   for questions about quantity and price 
How much time do we have? How much is the coffee?
