1. COURSE DESCRIPTION (Approximately 100 words)

The main objectives of the course are:

cash execution of the State budget, including the distribution of incoming income among the
budgets of different levels, the execution of cost estimates of budgetary organizations and
recipients of budgetary funds, and reporting on the execution of the State budget;
management of funds of the State budget, located on a single treasury account, which
ensures the prevention of cash gaps between revenues and expenditures of the respective
budgets;

compulsory registration of contracts of budgetary organizations and recipients of budgetary
funds with suppliers of goods (works, services) at the expense of the State budget and
budgets of state trust funds on the basis of control over their conclusion strictly within the
amounts and in accordance with the objectives specified in the cost estimates;

2. COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES (Approximately 100 words)

In accordance with the assigned tasks, the Treasury performs the following functions:
transfers to the Treasury bank accounts funds for the payment of wages and equivalent
payments to employees of state-financed organizations, as well as other payments that are
paid in cash by budget organizations in accordance with the law;

according to a court decision, transfers funds from a single treasury account or other bank
accounts of the Treasury to bank accounts of legal entities and individuals in the manner
prescribed by law, and also transfers funds in compensation for damage caused to citizens or
legal entities as a result of illegal actions or omissions of state bodies or officials persons of
these bodies, in the manner prescribed by law;

submits to the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Uzbekistan on a daily basis information
on the movement of funds in a single treasury account in electronic form;
